Historical Context: Author and Audience
CREATION: GENESIS 1 & 2
Introducing the 4 P’s: Presence, People, Place, Proactivity

The 4 P’s of Genesis 1-2
Presence: Commander (King) of all things into existence. Near to his people in the Garden.
· Gen 1: God creates the world and living creatures

· The LORD God is Creator – He alone is God.

People: Adam and Eve are his image-bearers. (Gen 1:26-28)
Place: Eden ( throughout the earth. (Gen 1:28)
Purpose: Multiply and fill the earth, justly and benevolently ruling over creation – loving God and one another – and spreading the image of the glory of God throughout the earth. Kingdom of God is God’s rule being exercised through his people for his glory and the good of creation.
Gen 1:26-28: They are to rule over God’s creation as his royal representatives.

: they are to be fruitful, and multiply, and fill the earth.

The Prohibition – Genesis 2:15-17
REBELLION (i.e., The Fall) GENESIS 3:1-24 

But mankind’s first parents choose to set themselves up as equals with God, disobeying him and incurring the just wrath of God.  While expelled from that pristine fellowship with God, they do not receive the complete wrath they deserve, for God has already begun a plan to overturn the curse of sin by placing enmity between the seed of the serpent and the seed of the woman.  
Rebellion against the King – Genesis 3:1-13
Presence: Breach in the relationship. Just as Exodus community would see the cherubim guarding the Most Holy Place, which is only available to the high priests now they too are distanced from God’s presence.
People: sin, corruption and death enters in, a foreign and unintended invader

Place: Mercifully sent out of Eden
Proactivity: calling given at creation will be frustrated (marriage, childbearing, work, etc.)
Roots of REDEMPTION – GENESIS 3:15
· The rest of the Bible: the outworking of Genesis 3:15

· A regaining of what was lost in our rebellion

GENESIS 4&5 (Cain, Abel, and the Wages of Sin)

As generations continue, the sin resident in the hearts of mankind goes from bad to worse (yet the seed of the woman continues) . . .

· Sin and death enter the world of humanity

· Adam’s son Cain murders his brother (ch. 4)
· “…and then he died.” (ch. 5)
GENESIS 6:1-9:17 (The Flood and Noahic Covenant)
· Hope for humanity through Seth’s line ( Noah

· Sin increases as humans multiply

· God sends a flood to wipe out human beings, but Noah finds GRACE and is saved along with his family

· Noahic Covenant: God will not destroy humanity even though sin continues after the flood (Gen 6-8)

Genesis 10-11 (Humanity After the Flood)
And so rebellion against God continues.
· People build a name, but God scatters them (11:1-9)
· HOPE for humanity through Shem’s line ( Abraham

Message: Remind God’s people they were created in God’s image to expand God’s rule as His royal representatives through multiplication and dominion
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
