Types of Prophecy: Conditional and Unconditional

· No Conditionality – concerning God’s purposes of grace for his people. (human response still necessary as instrument)

· 2 Samuel 7:12-16 (compare with verses 25-29)

· No Conditionality – concerning powers and kingdoms opposed to God’s kingdom

· Obadiah: message is that Edom is toast!

· Conditionality – ethical aim of prophecy that is adapted to human expression; threatened judgments and promised blessings

· Isaiah 38:1-5

MICAH – Miscarriage of Justice
Prophet to the south in the tradition of Amos
Question: Who remembers the symbol for Amos?

· Late 8th century BC (same time as Isaiah)
· Assyria is about to invade Israel; then does invade Israel
· Israel is falling but the LORD provides hope for the future
Words of Judgment
Micah 1:2, 5-13; 3:1-8; 6:1-6:7

Words of Restoration

Micah 2:5-6, 2:12-13, 4:1-5, 7:18-20

NAHUM – a Prophet with a Singular Purpose
7th century prophet to the South (663-612 B.C.)

Called to announce judgment against the Assyrian city of Nineveh, the same city that Jonah preached to 100 years earlier

· Message and Purpose:

Comfort to Judah – “This prophecy was probably given to encourage Judah to believe that the tyranny under which she lived would have and end” Baker

Nature of God – Nahum 1:2-3, 6-7 compared with Exodus 34:6-7  and the Sinai theophany of Exodus 19-20.
OBADIAH – Edom’s Day of the Lord
· “God calls the prophet Obadiah to announce his judgment against one of Israel’s neighbors, the Edomites, because they have delighted in the demise of God’s people.” Kaminski

“ Remember, O LORD, against the Edomites the day of Jerusalem, how they said, "Lay it bare, lay it bare, down to its foundations!" Psalm 137:7-9 ESV

Question: Who can recall the relationship between Jacob and Esau? (Genesis 25:19-34; 27-28; 32-33)

10 Because of the violence done to your brother Jacob, shame shall cover you, and you shall be cut off forever. 11 On the day that you stood aloof, on the day that strangers carried off his wealth and foreigners entered his gates and cast lots for Jerusalem, you were like one of them. 12 But do not gloat over the day of your brother in the day of his misfortune; do not rejoice over the people of Judah in the day of their ruin; do not boast in the day of distress. Obadiah 1:10-12 ESV
