Types of Prophecy: Conditional and Unconditional
· No Conditionality – concerning God’s purposes of grace for his people. (human response still necessary as instrument)

· 2 Samuel 7:12-16 (compare with verses 25-29)

· No Conditionality – concerning powers and kingdoms opposed to God’s kingdom
· Obadiah: message is that Edom is toast!

· Conditionality – ethical aim of prophecy that is adapted to human expression; threatened judgments and promised blessings
· Isaiah 38:1-5
JONAH  - The Wrong Way Prophet
“[Jeroboam King of Israel] restored the border of Israel from Lebo-hamath as far as the Sea of the Arabah, according to the word of the LORD, the God of Israel, which he spoke by his servant Jonah the son of Amittai, the prophet, who was from Gath-hepher.”  2 Kings 14:25 ESV

AMOS – Call for Moral Obedience

“No prophet before Amos, with the exception of Moses, had linked the welfare and survival of the nation to the moral obedience of the people…Amos applied the theological principle to the Northern Kingdom and set a standard for his successors.” Bullock, An Introduction to the Old Testament Prophetic Books
Important Themes:

Religion and Society (4:4-5; 5:21-23)

“Liturgy, however refined and well intended, is a broken reed without the validating effect of justice and morality in the sphere of everyday life…If God had to choose one over the other, Amos reminds us that He would unhesitatingly choose justice over liturgy, for the purpose of liturgy is to teach us who God is and what he requires.” Bullock, An Introduction to the Old Testament Prophetic Books
