The Offerings at the Tabernacle – Leviticus 1-7
Q. PURPOSE: What was the purpose behind the sacrificial system?

Ancient Near Eastern gods were unreliable and you never knew if you pleased them. On the other hand the LORD was clear about how and when he was pleased when he says “a pleasing aroma to the LORD” in reference to a sacrifice. (see 1:9, 13, 17; 2:9; 3:5) – Dr. Jay Sklar

Regulations for Aaron and His Sons – Lev. 8-10

Most of the priests clothing is associated with royalty therefore highlighting the service they were rendering to the KING.
Q. PEOPLE: What questions would you ask Aaron in an interview?
Holiness and Purity
HOLY (----------------PURE-----------------( IMPURE
Ritual state is not the same as moral state. Ritual state informs what you can and cannot do in terms of ritual participation. To partake of a fellowship offering you had to be pure/clean but to minister at the altar you had to be holy. People didn’t confuse the scale for a moral scale, but they would apply it metaphorically (like David in Psalm 51). 

Similar to visiting at hospital, you can’t visit newborn if sick, if healthy you can visit, but you can’t perform surgery lest you’re scrubbed and sterilized. – J. Sklar

Q. PURPOSE: What makes some things holy, and other things not?
Q. PURPOSE: Are we still to obey these laws?

Accommodation: God making his values known to us in ways we can understand. He often uses our cultural realities to express his values. Yet, much of the law was counter-cultural and offered critique of things like polytheism, sexual practices, etc.
“The law God gives to Moses for the Israelites bears all the marks of being genuine ancient Near Eastern law. God is not calling his people to live in an eccentric, unhistorical fashion: they are to be genuine people of their own historical time and place. And yet God recasts common law to reflect his own character and creational intentions, and so it has some quite distinctive elements.” Bartholomew and Goheen, The Drama of Scripture
