Crossroads Presbyterian Church Youth Group will have a ski trip at Timberline Ski Resort, Davis, WV, (http://timberlineresort.com/) from Friday, March 2 thru Sunday, March 4, 2012.  We will be lodging at Canaan Valley Baptist Church, Davis, WV.  We will be leaving on Friday afternoon March 2, skiing Saturday, March 3, and Sunday, March 4, and returning Sunday evening.

Please submit your completed Registration Form, completed Timberline Rental Agreement and money to David Williams, no later than Sunday, February 26 (this is a firm deadline).  We will have a table set-up at church on Sunday mornings (starting 2/5/11) where you can pick up the information and registration forms and sign-up for this exciting event. · Adult volunteers are still needed for the Ski Trip. 
· We will meet at the Montclair Bloom grocery store (Waterway Drive & Route 234) parking lot Friday afternoon (March 2) at 4:00 p.m.  We plan to return Sunday evening (March 4) around 8:30 p.m.  Bring some cash for possible snacks or sodas on the trip to WV, and for dinner on the return drive Sunday evening.  On Friday, we will be making a quick McDonalds / gasoline stop in Strasburg, VA (I-81, exit 298).
· Directions: Take 234 towards I-66, head west on I-66, go south on I-81, exit onto Rt. 55 West (Strasburg), turn right onto Rt. 32 north at Harman, go past Canaan Valley Resort, (as a point of reference, Timberline Road is the second right), when you pass the Exxon gas station turn right (signs for Deerfield), stay straight, when the road bends sharply to the left start looking for the Baptist Church on your right. See Dave Williams for alternate (new) directions.
· We have reservations to spend two nights sleeping at Canaan Valley Baptist Church. Girls & guys will have separate sleeping arrangements in either the basement or sanctuary.

· Our church service will be on Sunday at 12:30 p.m. on top of the mountain, on a ski trail called Salamander. On Saturday evening, we will also take time for prayer & Bible study as a group.

· So that first time skiers have a safe and enjoyable first time skiing experience, ski lessons are mandatory for first time skiers/boarders, and will cost $18 for a ski lesson and $25 for a snowboard lesson. Only one lesson is necessary, and if you plan to take a ski lesson, please let Dave Williams know by Tuesday, 2/21/12. Timberline needs to know about all those who plan to take lessons, one week in advance.
· The cost of 2 days of skiing is $110, which includes ski lift ticket, ski rental (skis, boots, and poles), transportation, lodging, two breakfasts, two lunches, and one dinner.  If no rental ski equipment is needed, the cost is $81.  NOTE: Renting snowboards, taking ski or snowboard lessons, etc. costs extra.
